NOTES:

1. Once documents describing all details of specialists, organisations, period of employment, etc. necessary for formulation of the project has been presented to the National Planning Commission, then a foreigner coming  into this country does not need further approval from the National Planning Commission.  Instead, once the foreigner arrives/ receives a Work Permit extended it is advised to provide Human Resource Section of the National Planning Commission with a copy of bio data (with attached photograph) for record.  Bio data should contain details concerning person’s job description, working period, area of work, etc.  In other case, all formalities that are related to documentation for allowing then entrance of a foreigner to work in Nepal, should be fulfilled (from this secretariat) before entering Nepal.

2. Applicant seeking approval of new Work Permit / extension of existing Work Permit, each of the questions in this form should be answered clearly.  When applying for a Work Permit, those who have already arrived in the country / those whose assignment in Nepal is confirmed, a copy of this filled form a ling with a photo should be provided to the National Planning Commission for approval.

3. If a family member of a foreigner working in Nepal is coming into Nepal (not related to work) at anytime, no approval is needed from the National Planning Commission.
